I Consulate Fair held in the city of Paterson, US

The General Consulate of Peru in Paterson, USA, reported about the organization of the “First Fair of Latin American Consulates” on the 21st of June in Harrison, NJ. The initiative to launch the Fair was approved during the I Meeting of Latin American Consulates in NJ.

Understood as a mechanism of service to the community and as a political sign of a new way to visualize the Latin American community in the US, the Fair was reported by local press and the Hispanic community as the first time in the history of the area of New York, New Jersey, Connecticut, and Pennsylvania in which different Latin American consulates organized a joint event. 

During this important day, which will be repeated in October, the consulates of Colombia, Costa Rica, Ecuador, El Salvador, Guatemala, Mexico, Dominican Republic, Uruguay, and Peru offered information, legal orientation, and attention to the diverse procedures to their respective communities.
